Did you know that, in late 2021, the Ohio Legislature passed a law creating a
tax credit for qualified donations to scholarship granting organizations certified
by the Ohio Attorney General?

The Diocese of Columbus considers affordable access to a Catholic education a
philanthropic priority so, in December 2021, the Diocesan Education Corporation
(dba Emmaus Road Scholarship Fund) officially was formed and certified as the first
